S.A.LL. CONTINUES TO GROW

S.A.LL., the Swim Association Invitational League, founded in 1964, is in its fourth
decade. What began as the Parent Youth Association, PYA, with four teams, is now a
league of thirty-one teams from over forty subdivisions. Three of the original teams,
Botany Woods, McCarter, and Stone Lake, are still with us. In 1965 the name was
changed to S.A.L.L. Very soon after that, rapid growth resulted in the formation of three
divisions. As we celebrate our Thirty-fifth Birthday in 1999, we now have six divisions.

This phenomenal interest in swimming in the Greenville area has spawned two quality
year-round programs, TEAM GREENVILLE and Y-SPARTAQUATICS. Many of our
former S.A.LL. swimmers have improved their skills in these programs and have not only
gone on to distinguish themselves on collegiate and national levels, but have also returned

to our community pools to teach and motivate the swimmers you will see today.

‘The Championships and Classics swim meets are the culmination of an eight-week
season which begins with five dual or tri-meets. Each division then holds a combined
meet where swimmers compete for individual and team honors. The swimmers in each
age group who achieve the top forty times in sixty individual and twenty relay events from
across the six divisions, qualify for the meets ‘this weekend. The seventeenth through

fortieth times qualify for the Championships held on Saturday, while the first through
sixteenth times compete in the Classics on Sunday.

The goal of S.ALL. is to teach our young people sportsmanship, physical fitness,
discipline and team spirit. The success of S.A.LL. is due to the dedication of the
swimmers, the determination of the coaches, the unselfish nature of hundreds of parents,
and the outstanding support and enthu5|asm of the community.

Pre-pubescent athletes show significant improvements in long
intensity events and are able to enhance the utilization of their acrobic capacity. Recommendation: Coaches
should optimize:aerobic training during this “sensitive period” (12-15 years for females/17-21 years for males) to maximize
- ath velopment. Tt is suggested that pre-pubescent athletes (ages 9-12/15) focus on Jonger distances (i.e. longer
longer competitive events) for reason related to both skill development and aerobic capacity development.

2. Anaerobic Capacity-This training involves high intensity, brief activities {25 yard sprints etc). It has been found that high
volume anaerobic work results in insignificant improvement for young athletes (10-13 years) and does not translate into
performance gains. However higher acrobic work during this time results in increased performance across distances not
Just longer distances. Increased anaerobic load early leads to potential maladaptation in young athletes. . it is said to “tax
their tanks™ and their ability to adapt. A gradual increase in the proportion of anaerobic work beginning at ages 12-14 for
girls and 13-15 for boys maximizes development and enhances performance, BUT only if preceded by ample aerobic work. .

Recommendation: Coaches need to first develop the athlete’s aerobic capamty and then gradually increase anaerobic load
for maximum development of anaerobic capacity.
